Constitution of the Auckland Dollmakers & Collectors Club

As accepted by members at the Annual General Meeting held 14 October 2001.

1. NAME
The name of this organisation shall be the AUCKLAND DOLLMAKERS & COLLECTORS CLUB.  The Club’s office shall be at the address of the Secretary.

2. OBJECTS
The objects of the Club shall be to further the interest of dollmaking and collecting in any or all of its aspects and any other activities related to dolls.

3. MEMBERSHIP ON PAYMENT OF ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION:
a. FULL MEMBER. Shall be entitled to all privileges of the club. His or her spouse shall be entitled to all privileges of the club, but has no voting rights.

b. ASSOCIATE MEMBER. Shall be entitled to receive the club magazine only, but has no voting rights. Boundary will be: Whangaparoa –North, Pukekohe South.

c. FAMILY MEMBERSHIP. Any person related to the Full Member and living at the same abode, shall be entitled to all privileges of the club, but has no voting privileges.

d. HONORARY LIFE MEMBERS. Any person who has contributed materially to the welfare and progress of the Club, may, on the recommendation of the Committee be elected at the Annual General Meeting as an Honorary Life Member. Limited to two Members at any one time. 
4. RESIGNATION
Any member may resign, by giving notice in writing to the Secretary, but shall continue to be liable for any unpaid subscriptions due at the date of his/her resignation, and after all Club property in his/her possession has been returned.

5. TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP.

Any member who has failed to pay his/her annual subscription within 60 days of the beginning of the Financial Year and has been advised in writing of this, shall cease to be entitled to receive all privileges of the club. He/she shall be liable for payment of monies due by him/her to the Club, and on payment of these arrears maybe re-admitted.

6. EXPULSION.

Any person whose resignation from the Club is deemed by the Committee to be necessary either for the maintenance of happy relations in the Club, for the good name of the Club, may be invited in writing to resign. The member may appeal in writing setting out his/her case, where upon the Committee after deliberation may, on a three quarters majority terminate the membership which shall take effect from that date. There shall be no further enquiry into the matter.

7. OFFICERS.

The Officers of the Club shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting and shall consist of President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. 

a.
The governing body of this Club for the general guidance of its operations and the transaction of official business, shall be the Officers together with a minimum of four additional elected members, to form the Club committee.

b.
A member may be elected to the committee in his/her absence, provided that written consent is obtained.

c. Members elected to the Committee must be in good financial standing in the Club

8 QUORUM OF COMMITTEE.

One half of the members of the Committee, shall constitute a quorum for any meeting of the Committee, and one third of the membership at any Annual General Meeting of the Club, or Special General Meeting.

9
DUTIES AND FUNCTIONS OF THE COMMITTEE
a. It shall be the duty and function of the Committee, to carry out the routine business of the club and to guide the activities of the Club, in such a way as to relieve the members of such responsibilities and so far as possible to eliminate the necessity for transacting business at meetings, other than the Annual General Meeting.

b. The Committee, through the President, shall keep the members informed of The Club’s financial status, business affairs and other undertaking and shall invite such expressions of opinion by the members as may be necessary.

c. The Committee shall meet regularly as required at a time agreed upon, or at the call of the President, at the request of any three members of the Committee.

d. The Committee may appoint persons not necessarily a member of the Committee to undertake such other duties as may be required. 

e. Any member of the Committee, except an ex-officio member, failing to attend three consecutive meetings, shall cease to be a member of the committee.

f.
All questions shall be decided on a show of hands, or at the demand of two members, a written ballot taken.

g 
The Committee shall have the power to fill any vacancies arising in its complement until the next Annual General Meeting.

10. DUTIES OF OFFICERS.
a. 
The President shall preside at all meetings of the Club and of the Committee and shall also have the casting vote at Committee Meetings. The President shall have a maximum term of three consecutive years. But can hold this position for more than one term.

b. Either the Vice-President or the Secretary shall perform the duties of the President during the absence of the President or during a vacancy in that office, and shall perform such other duties as the Club or Committee may direct.

c. The Secretary shall conduct the business and correspondence of the Club. Shall record in the minutes all the proceedings of the Committee and of Annual General Meeting of the Club and any Special General meetings of the club.

d. The Treasurer shall receive all monies on behalf of the Club and give proper receipts for them. As soon as reasonably possible lodge all monies so received to the credit of the Club with its bankers. Sign all cheques or withdrawal slips in conjunction with the President or other such persons who may be appointed in that behalf from time to time, after first satisfying him/herself that all such payment are being regularly and properly made. Keep all books as may be necessary. Full and correctly set forth the Club’s financial affairs, produce the Club’s Bank Pass Book or Bank Statement sheets, together with a statement of receipts and payments, at every meeting of the Committee. Submit to each Annual General Meeting an audited balance sheet and a statement of receipts and payments of the Club by a responsible person not affiliated with the Club.

11. INDEMNITY
Any officer of the Club acting for the Club with the proper authority for such action, which incurs expense on the Club’s behalf shall be held indemnified against personal expense to the extent of the Club’s property and effects. The property and assets of the Club at every kind are vested in the Club for the use of the Club solely in the furtherance of its objectives. Any profit arising from use of this equipment shall be paid into the Treasurer and a receipt obtained.

12. FINANCIAL YEAR
The financial year shall commence from the first Monday in October following the Annual General Meeting.

13. ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION
a. The amount of the Annual Subscription shall be determined from time to time at the Annual General Meeting, and is payable yearly. In the case of persons joining during the financial year, they shall be liable for such subscription for part thereof for that year as shall be determined by the Committee.

b. Annual Subscriptions must be paid within 60 days of the Annual General Meeting or Membership ceases.

c. Any Member who resigns from or is expelled from the Club shall not be entitled to any refund of subscription or part thereof.

14. MEETINGS
The ordinary General Meeting of the Club shall be held at such dates as may from time to time be determined by the Committee. The Annual General Meeting shall be held in October of each year for the receipt of reports of any outgoing Committee. The Treasurer’s annual statement of Accounts. The election of Committee, and for the transaction of any general business of the Club and of any special business of which due notice has been given. No less than seven days notice shall be given of the time and place of such an Annual General Meeting, but such notice shall be deemed sufficient if it is contained in the magazine of the Club as circulated to members.

A special General Meeting may be called at any time by the Committee and shall be called by the Secretary or the Treasurer within one month after the receipt of the requisition signed by ten financial members.

15. VOTING
Only members in good financial standing in the Club, who attend the General or Annual General Meeting, shall be entitled to vote. No Provision for Proxy Votes. All resolutions before General or Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be decided by secret Ballot.

16. ALTERATIONS TO THE CONSTITUTION
The constitution may be altered by members present and entitled to vote at any General Meeting duly convened. Provided always that any member desirous of making any such change shall notify the Secretary in writing at least four weeks before the date on which the meeting is to be held. The Secretary shall give all members notice in writing for such proposed alteration at least one week in advance. Provided further that such change is deemed passed only if carried by at least three-fourths majority of membership present.

17. DISPOSAL OF ASSETS.

The club may be wound up by a majority decision at a special General Meeting called for that purpose and the assets of the club will be disposed of and the monies donated to a registered charity nominated by members at that meeting.
